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Locarno70: continuity and innovation

There are two ways of looking at the Festival we are about to present. From a historical perspective,
there is the solidity of an event that has always won through, despite the years, the changing fashions
and personnel (presidents, artistic directors and so on): in its 70th year, Locarno is indisputably one of
the world’s great film festivals, on the strength of its history, the tens of thousands of films and the
guests that have come to the shores of Lake Maggiore with their celluloid dreams, and the millions

of eyes that have watched them. From a contemporary perspective, there is the festival that never
stands still, re-inventing itself year after year, introducing new initiatives and enhancing its program-
ming: this year there will be both brand new and refurbished theaters (PalaCinema and GranRex), a
space for the conversation on film (Locarno Talks), a window for the younger audience (Locarno Kids)
and a digital competition (#movieofmylife). Similarly to the constant succession of movie stills, a
festival feels the need to reformat the previous year’s edition and assert the present. The historical
perspective is reassuring; the contemporary one is exciting.

When planning and organizing Locarno70 we tried to move along a double track: on the one hand, we
wanted to give a hearing to the voice of the great tradition we are heir to, inviting guests who have
made their mark on the history of the Festival and indeed of the cinema; on the other, we wanted to
reflect on the impact of our films and guests today and in the future. That is why the Pardo d’onore
goes to Jean-Marie Straub, a director who together with Daniéle Huillet gave a personal impetus to
modern filmmaking, assigning direct and lasting resonance to the “raw materials” of which the cine-
ma is made: the words of great literature; the bodies of persons/actors still innocent of the acquired
skills that blur the edges; the sounds and noises of reality captured every instant by that highly sensi-
tive mechanical ear whose filmic importance is all too often relegated to the sidelines; the light which
imbues and enables the vision of things... The films of Straub/Huillet are timeless and have so much
to tell us in terms of their aesthetics and production values, which is perhaps why today’s filmmakers
and moviegoers are avidly rediscovering them.

Afestival should offer sightlines for the gaze, highlighting trends and experiences that offer added
value within the framework of a discipline constantly shifting in response to the marketplace. Hence,
given the current comeback of “genre” as a matrix for personal visions, we would like to think of the
Tourneur Retrospective not just as a blast from the past, a throwback to an age in which the aesthetic
rules were clearly defined. From our privileged position we are firmly convinced that the images and
shadows created by Jacques Tourneur still resonate strongly today. His reflection on fear, on the gut
feeling that surprises us and says so much about who we are, is as relevant as ever. So is his investi-
gation of otherness (zombies, leopard men or cat women), or rather of the other within each of us.
So, too, is his vision of the way people relate to one another, with seduction facing off with power,
stalkers falling prey to their own obsession and their victims ending up in limbo. The voice of Tourneur
echoes not just through our 21st century world, but also in many of the films in our program.



The cinema is motion in time and a festival that wants to be its representative cannot stand and wait.
The films themselves are made over time and today, more than ever, that seems to be an elastic
dimension. The Locarno program hosts films conceived and completed in the here and now, along-
side projects that were years, if not decades, in the making. Let me cite two of the more remarkable
instances, of which we are particularly proud because they belong to two great masters who have a
special place in the Festival’s history. Both films were first planned many years ago, but are only now
being seen. The first is not so much a return to the screen as an apparition. Grandeur et décadence d’un
petit commerce de cinéma, a splendid (TV) movie by Jean-Luc Godard, commissioned by what was then
the French State network TF1, has been brought back to life in a restored version curated by Caroline
Champetier. Conceived for TV in 1986, it will enjoy a theatrical release in 2017. The second is a film
that was lost and has since been found. Shot in 1990 by Raul Ruiz during one of his first returns to his
home country, but never edited, La telenovela errante is quite literally a film never before seen, but
uniquely lucid and visionary. This object from the past has more to say about the present than many
more recent works: the all-invading presence of images, and a world of beings talking empty talk in
empty lives. With Raul Ruiz and Valeria Sarmiento credited as directors, the film is one of 18 entries
competing for the 2017 Pardo d’oro award.

The Concorso internazionale welcomes films that in their different ways have illuminated, en-
tertained, moved, questioned. Trying to reduce their variety to a single motif is an arduous task.
Nonetheless, there are recurrent themes. Several of the films are centered on rites of passage: from
the father-and-son confrontation in Wajib (Duty) (actors Mohammad and Saleh Bakri are real-life
father and son) to the clash between brothers in Vinterbradre (Winter Brothers); from the last gre-
eting to Mrs Fang in the new film by Wang Bing to the transition from open-cast mines to shafts
sunk in the bowels of the earth, in the fascinating feature by Ben Russell. There are also shifts, both
unexpected and inevitable, that alter the faces and physique of those involved. For instance the
delicate teacher who becomes an incendiary Mrs Hyde in Serge Bozon’s unusual take on education,
or the child who finds it hard to remember his “good manners” in the film from Brazilian duo Du-
tra-Rojas, or again the personal, obsessional search for a truth buried in the past in Travis Wilker-
son’s first person narrative. There are films which were clearly made with their leading players
always to the fore in the concept (Harry Dean Stanton in Lucky, the bodybuilders in Ta peau si lisse,
the two lonely men in Charleston, the fleeing mother in Freiheit, or the young father-to-be in Golia-
th), but also others which openly describe a world still in the process of being mapped out (Gemini,
Qing Ting Zhi Yan - Dragonfly Eyes, 9 doigts, Gli Asteroid).

The Cineasti del presente competition comprises 16 titles, with 13 as world Premiéres. They forma
chorus of filmic voices among the most remarkable that we met with during the selection process.
Whether intimate or universal, political or existential, the entries show a picture of the world in which
the wounds and scars are still visible, but the human element is far from moribund.

The Pardi di domani competition hosts 38 titles across its two sections. The program features an
exceptional range in terms of both style and length, from 3’ of Kuckuck to 40" of Antdnio e Catarina,
from experimental films to comedies and from animation (La Femme canon produced by Claude Bar-
ras) to film essays.

Enhanced by two prizes, the Signs of Life sidebar continues to be a workshop for new narrative forms,
in both short and long formats. There are debut features alongside entries from directors with establi-
shed careers, some of which began right here in Locarno. All 11 films are world Premiéres.



The Piazza Grande program is hallmarked by magnificent acting performances. By turns touching or
distressed, magnetic or alluring, entertaining or emotionally charged: the Piazza will be lit up by the
talent of Noémie Lvovsky and Mathieu Amalric, Fanny Ardant, Mathieu Kassovitz, Vincent Macaigne
and Vanessa Paradis, Jiirgen Vogel, Irrfan Khan and Golshifteh Farahani. The program would not be
complete without its Hollywood contingent, in which the sci-fi feature What Happened To Monday?
will be joined by this summer’s surprise U.S. box office hit, The Big Sick, and the Festival blockbuster
of the year, Atomic Blonde. The great American and European cinema will also be represented by Le-
opard Club’s guest Adrien Brody. The closing night will bring both rock music and a moving personal
story, in a film we could say is coming home to Piazza Grande: it is a local production about the Swiss
rock band Gotthard, who started out right here in Locarno.

The Swiss presence is high-profile as always. There are two titles in Piazza Grande (The Song of
Scorpions and the rockumentary just mentioned, Gotthard — One Life, One Soul), two in competition
(Goliath and Ta peau si lisse), one in Cineasti del presente (Dene wos guet geit, directed by a former
participant in our Filmmakers Academy) and one co-production in Signs of Life (/n Praise of Nothing).
Reflecting the health of the growing Swiss film industry, there are also seven titles in Fuori concorso,
including several fascinating documentaries. A special place in our now traditional pre-Festival sche-
dule at the Palexpo (FEVI) goes to Sabine Gisiger, returning to Locarno with a film whose title is an
eloquent pointer to its challenging theme. Willkommen in der Schweiz uses a news item as the starting
point for an all-round investigation into the nation’s rapport with migrants. However, pressing the
issue - and controversial its central figure - this is not a film with a fixed message, but one which lea-
vers viewers to make up their own minds. Lastly, the man set to receive the Best Independent Produ-
cer Award is also a Swiss, Michel Merkt, currently enjoying a vintage year with three films vying for an
Academy Award.

Building the future

Having a great tradition and a long history is no guarantee of a future. That future has to be built and
deserved, by developing an identity which - so far as the Locarno Festival is concerned - is the most
precious asset of all. This is the spirit in which we prepared this 70th edition. It’s an anniversary that
looks to the future and presents a raft of first-time initiatives to the public, from brand new infra-
structure to new projects and ideas that will further enhance the Locarno experience.

This year marks a long-awaited step forward in infrastructure for the Locarno Festival, with four new
movie theaters ready to open their doors to the public. This is a very substantial improvement in our
screening capacity, with the new theaters joining the existing venues and extending the potential
range and variety of our programming. Three of the new theaters will be housed in the PalaCinema,
the Festival’s new headquarters - the result of a long-term commitment on the part of the city of
Locarno, with support from both the Regional and Cantonal authorities. They will be absolutely state-
of-the-artin terms of technology, comfort and facilities. But this year is also the inauguration of the
new GranRex, a historic Locarno theater which - thanks to the support of the Leopard Club - has been
preserved, fully renovated and brought up to the finest standards as a contemporary venue.

New infrastructure and facilities are not, however, the only innovations we are introducing to mark
our 70th anniversary, which we are determined will be an occasion that looks to the future rather than
just celebrating the past. Nonetheless, the history and identity of the Festival did set the tone for how
we approached this year’s event. The keynotes are sharing, participation, conviviality - as ever - but
this time with two new locations. Alongside [aRotonda, still developing its offering to cater ideally

to festival-goers’ needs, we have introduced two other new meeting places: the refurbished Spazio
Cinema (Forum) and the Locarno Garden in the Old Town, featuring a common design concept with
colourful installations created by Swiss artist Kerim Seiler.

We trust these new features will allow the Festival to go on being an event with many different faces,
surprising and exciting visitors by the wealth and variety of what they find, including before and after
the movies: music, entertainment, tourist attractions, great food and wine, and also the outstanding
cultural treasures of our region. A Festival that is a fantastic all-round experience, drawing a broad,
mixed publicwith all kinds of interests.

Many of this year’s innovations are the culmination of years of effort and teamwork that has always
been backed up by the loyal support of our public and private sector partners. Our special blend of
enthusiasm, skills and resources allows the Festival to look to the future with confidence.

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The 2017 Retrospective is dedicated to Jacques Tourneur

The 70" Locarno Festival Retrospective will be dedicated to French filmmaker Jacques Tourneur (1904 - 1977). Returning to that dia-
logue on the part of the Festival with great American cinema, the 2017 Retrospective is turning its glance towards a director who is still
not enjoying recognition on a par with his talent. Tourneur often worked in films classified as B-Movies, films which seem more incisive,
visionary and topical to us nowadays than their greater siblings. Tourneur was able to blend the storytelling force of genre tales with
unique visual poetry in his opus, perhaps a legacy from the dual American and European matrix, which distinguished his life.

The Retrospective program will be screened in the historic Locarno cinema, showing itself under a novel guise for the 70th edition of
the Festival, completely restored and rechristened GranRex Auditorium Leopard Club.

Among the guests who will attend the Locarno Festival, German actress Nastassja Kinski will be this year’s guest to attend the Retro-
spective. She will introduce Cat People, Paul Schrader’s remake of Jacques Tourneur’s horror classic.

Curated by Roberto Turigliatto and Rinaldo Censi, the Retrospective has been made possible thanks to the valuable partnership with
the Cinémathéque suisse and the Cinémathéque frangaise and will be completed by a book published in English and in French by
Capricci.

This project also features involvement by other prestigious Swiss and foreign institutions, which will ensure an itinerary, making
the Retrospective on Jacques Tourneur travel around until 2018. Among already confirmed bodies, the Retrospective will travel in
Switzerland to the Cinémathéque suisse in Lausanne, to the Filmpodium in Zurich, to the Kino REXin Berne and to Les Cinémas du
Gritli in Geneva; in France to the Cinématheque francaise, in Germany to the Deutsches Filminstitut, and in the United States to the
Film Society of Lincoln Center in New York and the National Gallery of Art in Washington.

Retrospettiva
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15 years of exploration

In 2017 Open Doors celebrates its 15th anniversary. Thanks to the support at the outset from the Swiss Agency for Development and
Cooperation (SDC) of the Federal Department of Foreign Affairs (FDFA), the sidebar is able to pursue a trio of objectives.

First and foremost, it is about drawing the attention of industry professionals and the international audience to directors and films
from countries in the South and East of the world; secondly, to create optimal conditions for achieving and disseminating their
feature film projects via a platform for discussion and professional exchange with their counterparts from Europe and elsewhere, as
potential partners. Lastly, to contribute towards the development of a local and regional independent filmmaking scene and to put
their industry representatives in touch with a global network of their colleagues.

These threefold efforts are complemented by a program of promotional initiatives and professional training workshops in the region
selected (Southern Asia), ongoing since winter 2016/17 in close cooperation with local players such as the Ekadeshma Short Film
Festival in Nepal and the MEMORY! International Film Heritage Festival in Yangon (Myanmar).

Open Doors



The Open Doors program is centered on three main activities: the international co-production platform Open Doors Hub, the pro-
duction talent development workshop Open Doors Lab and the Open Doors Screenings. The initiative is planned across a three-year
cycle (2016-2018) involving eight countries within Southern Asia, a region whose cinema is still little known on an international level.
The eight key focus nations are Afghanistan, Bangladesh, Bhutan, Maldives, Myanmar, Nepal, Pakistan and Sri Lanka. 2017 is there-
fore the second year in our ongoing investigation of the region.

Open Doors Screenings

The Open Doors Screenings (2-12 August 2017) will present to the Locarno audience a selection of shorts and feature films that are
particularly representative of the world of contemporary cinema in this region. This year the spotlight will fall on three countries:
Afghanistan, Pakistan and Sri Lanka.

The programming for the Open Doors Screenings includes both established directors with international reputations, such as
Pakistan’s Sabiha Sumar (Silent Waters, Golden Leopard at the 56th Locarno Festival in 2003) and Sharmeen Obaid-Chinoy (A Girl in
the River, winner of an Academy Award in 2016 for best short documentary) and the Sri Lankan Vimukthi Jayasundara (The Forsaken
Land, winner of the Golden Camera at Cannes in 2005), but also showcases young talents from the three nations, such as the Afghan
filmmaker Shahrbanoo Sadat, a member of the Pardi di domani jury in 2016, who will present her short film Vice Versa One (Cannes
Directors’ Fortnight 2011).

Among the most politically active female voices is the Afghan director Roya Sadat with her feature film A Letter to the President,
which has its world Premiére in Locarno.

Around table between these directors, open to the public and to professionals, will be organized on Tuesday 8 August at 9.30am at
Spazio Cinema (Forum).

Open Doors



Open Doors Hub: the co-production platform
The Open Doors Hub (2-8 August) provides an international platform for eight projects, which come from six countries this year.

The project creators will be able to meet with potential co-producers, sales and distribution agents, with a view to fostering partner-
ships and international completion funding. In addition, over the first two days the participants will enjoy the benefits of a special
training seminar on the art of pitching, led by Sibylle Kurz.

Open Doors Lab: training sessions for eight producers/filmmaker-producers

In this second edition of the Open Doors Lab (2-8 August) the spotlight will be on eight proactive producers from Afghanistan, Paki-
stan and Sri Lanka, all aspiring to gain a foothold on the international scene.

Furthermore, three junior observers from Bhutan, Maldives and Myanmar will attend the sessions this year, so as to start learning the
ropes as creative producers in the international marketplace.

The eight participants will follow a specific program split across five days and tailored by team leader Delly Shirazi, dedicated to
responded to specificindividual needs in terms of career pathway and production line-up, with one of the participants’ projects in
development being chosen as the basis for a hands-on case study. The participants will attend both group sessions and one-on-one
meetings, as well as networking with invited guests from the international film industry.

Some of the Lab sessions will also be open to Open Doors Hub attendees, so as to encourage possible synergies between the two
professional profiles involved in the sidebar.

Prizes and awards

Following the five-day program of the Open Doors Hub a number of prizes will be awarded. The Open Doors prize is worth 50,000
Swiss francs, offered by the Swiss fund Visions Sud Est, which sustains film productions, (also supported by SDC) and by the City of
Bellinzona. CNC, France’s national center for film and animation, will fund a grant worth 8,000 euros, while ARTE will finance a prize
worth 6,000 euros.

For the first time, prizes will also be awarded to two of the individual participants in the Open Doors Lab.

The Torino Film Lab will offer a grant allowing one of the producers to take part in the TFL Meeting Event in Turin in November of
this year, so as to develop his or her contacts at international level and initiate commercial negotiations in respect of projects cur-
rently being developed.

Afurther, non-monetary prize will be awarded by Initiative Film; this will consist of a six-month period of back-up and assistance for
one of the participating producers and for the director of a project presented as part of the Open Doors Lab.

Lastly, for the second year running, the Internationale Kurzfilmtage Winterthur will select a director from the participants of the
Open Doors Hub and Lab, the Pardi di domani and the Filmmakers Academy for the Residency program set up in collaboration with
the city’s Villa Strauli center.

The Locarno Festival will include an event held in the recently completed PalaCinema and dedicated to audiovisual and film schools in
the Canton Ticino.

The program will provide an overview of recent work produced at the Lugano-based CISA (International Academy of Audiovisual
Sciences), the Academy of Architecture of the University of Italian Switzerland (USI) and the SSS_ AA School of Applied Arts, as well
as Italy’s CSCfilm school, a regular guest for several years.

The CISA television and film school is celebrating its first 25 years and will soon be making a permanent move into the new
PalaCinema, opening its Post-Diploma Studio there from the next academic year. CISA’s two-year foundation program leads

to adiploma in Visual Design (Film), while for the year-long Post-Diploma course students specialize in film direction, camera/
cinematography, sound design, editing and post-production, creative production or screenwriting, gaining a federal post-diploma
qualification in television and filmmaking. CISA will be showing some of the films made during its three-year program.

On the “Styles and Techniques of Cinema” course taught by Marco Miiller at the Academy of Architecture in Mendrisio, the workshop
Filming Architecture is a regular feature. It was mentored this year by leading European architectural filmmaker Heinz Emigholz,

and under his expert guidance students turned their gaze on two local buildings: a former sanatorium in Medoscio and Casa Croci in
Mendrisio. The resulting six short films work out their observations in an interrelated narrative discourse.

SSS_AAishoused in the Artistic Industries School Center in Lugano. It trains future professionals in the fields of computer animation,
web and industrial design through a two-year course followed by a period of internship. At Locarno, SSS_ AA will be showing the
advance Premiére of its latest animated short film, made in 3D.

Italy’s CSC Foundation (partnered with CISA through a multi-year cooperation agreement) is the most important Italian-language
institution for film training, research, experimentation and conservation, covering fiction, documentary, advertising and animation.
Its main bodies are the Italian National Film School and the National Film Archive. CSCwill be bringing to Locarno a round-up of recent
work made by students at its various bases around Italy (L’Aquila, Milan, Palermo, Rome and Turin).

Locarno Festival and its Main Partner the Swiss insurance group Swiss Mobiliar are set to launch Locarno Talks la Mobiliare: a new
series of public discussion sessions that will take place in the Spazio Cinema, refurbished to mark the occasion of the 70th Locarno
Festival.

Locarno has always been an open platform for discussion and exchange. The Locarno Talks are intended to broaden that platform
even further, diversifying the cultural conversation that goes on during the Festival. High-profile guests from multi-disciplinary
backgrounds - the arts, literature, music, philosophy, politics and science, among others - will each be coming to Locarno to hold an
hour-long talk with the audience, addressing a common theme which will be different each year.

The speakers will contribute their own remarkable individual experiences towards developing a rich, stimulating and creative conver-
sation.

Locarno Talks la Mobiliare
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Eyes Wide Open

To mark this 7oth anniversary, | would like to pay tribute to the world’s biggest film festival screen. If anyone knows a festival with a
bigger screen, let them speak now! | have been to festivals in Europe, Asia, North America and Latin America, but nothing compares
to the 26 meters of canvas on our historic Piazza Grande. What filmmaker would not want to see her/his work projected on such a
massive screen? In terms of the film experience, there is no doubt that the Piazza Grande offers something absolutely unique. Size
matters!

Festivals, as the word itself suggests, are festive events and thus places of shared experiences. Why do thousands of people gather
in the Piazza Grande and let themselves be surprised by a film they know almost nothing about? Because a Piazza Grande screening is
an event: a cinematographic and social event. Seeing a film on a giant screen, among an audience of thousands, is in no way compa-
rable to watching it on TV at home with friends, or alone on a laptop.

Festivals, we hope, should stimulate the curiosity of their audiences and lead them to discover new and different films. Our lifestyles
have adapted to the new ways of consuming audiovisual content - and vice versa: those new ways are also a result of our changing li-
festyles. VOD platforms, for instance, offer films accessible to everyone, anywhere and anytime, democratizing cinema and bringing
itinto people’s homes. As a technological advance it is undeniably impressive.

But the real cinema experience is found elsewhere, festivals aside: it is in movie theaters that you will find it. Thanks to creative,
innovative exhibitors, watching a movie in the theater is not simply an opportunity to see it on a big screen, but an authentically
collective shared experience.

There is no getting away from the fact that movie-watching channels have multiplied spectacularly in recent years, as has the range
of films on offer. Inevitably one is led to reflect on the underlying causes of this over-production: the huge increase of audiovisual
content, specifically in film production, has not been followed by a proportionate rise in audience figures. Despite the many mo-
vie-watching outlets, supply still exceeds demand, even without counting the vast numbers of films that never even enter the circuit.
Of course there is a range of factors that impact on whether and how films reach an audience: the process requires discussion and
analysis, and we will be doing just that during this year’s Industry Days. However, | like to think that, at the end of the day, it is the
public who decides. Afterall, the Festival, the Piazza Grande, movie theaters, TV networks both private and public, VOD platforms
and all of us who work in or for the film industry - none of us would exist without the public.

That is why, on this 70th anniversary, | pay tribute to our beloved Piazza Grande screen, and to the 8,000 people who lift up their
eyes every night to discover the moving pictures: they remind us that cinema, in spite of everything, is more necessary than ever.

Industry Days Initiatives

Stepln (Thursday 3 August)

Steplnis an interdisciplinary and international think tank where distributors, exhibitors, producers, sales agents, funding agencies,
marketing professionals, streaming platforms and film festivals representatives take part in closed working sessions to discuss the
state of the film industry. A selected group of 50 European and international industry key players, chosen for their experience, are
invited to exchange their point of view and propose practical ideas and strategies to overcome the challenges they are facing. StepIn
is organized in partnership with Europa Distribution, Europa International and Europa Cinemas and includes an opening keynote,
private round-table discussions, and a public wrap-up session. The 2017 edition will focus on “The Theatrical Experience and the Fu-
ture of Auteur Cinema in the Age of Global Streaming Platforms and Social Networks” and will feature, as keynote speakers, Bobby
Allen (MUBI’s VP of Content), Tim League (Alamo Drafthouse’s CEO) and Robert Walak (President of Focus Features). The goal is

to highlight a relevant issue in today’s film industry in an intimate and productive space where professionals can freely share their
own experience, interact, get inspired by one another, and look at how they can implement new behaviors, practices and business
models.

Connect to Reality (Saturday, 5 August)

Anew trilateral initiative by the Locarno Festival, the Geneva International Film Festival Tous Ecrans and the Zurich Film Festival,
the national think tank Connect to Reality is meant as an investigative tool for Swiss industry professionals, in order to analyze the
challenges of development, production and distribution of their films. Through three annual events, whose results will be shared in
ajoint publication, Connect to Reality aims to become a laboratory of ideas for Swiss cinema and aspires to contribute to the success
of Swiss productions. The Locarno edition will focus on questions surrounding the distribution of Swiss and their visibility at home
and abroad, while Zurich will discuss production and Geneva’s debate will be focused on the challenges of creation. Locarno will
welcome, as keynote speakers, Edouard Waintrop (Artistic Director of Cannes’ Directors’ Fortnight) and Klaus Rasmussen (Senior
Sales & Acquisitions Manager of Global Screen). Christian Jungen (Film Critic at NZZ) will present the latest Swiss Facts & Figures.
The contributions of the participating professionals will be provided to all protagonists from the audiovisual domain as well as all
representatives of media. Connect to Reality in Locarno is supported by the Federal Office of Culture (FOC) in the context of the
MEDIA compensatory measures and sustained by the SSA (Société Suisse des Auteurs) and Suissimage.

Alliance for Development (4-6 August)

Alliance for Development’s concrete aim is to encourage early stage co-development and long-term organic cooperation between
France, Italy and Germany, supported by their respective film institutions: CNC, MiBACT and FFA. Nine projects were chosen among
the bilateral co-development funds existing between the Centre National du Cinéma et de I'lmage Animée (CNC, France), the Mini-
stero dei Beni e delle Attivita Culturali e del Turismo (MiBACT, Italy) and the Filmforderungsanstalt (FFA, Germany). Switzerland, as
their natural co-producing partner, hosts this new annual rendez-vous supported by the Federal Office of Culture in the context of
the MEDIA compensatory measures. To encourage a stronger Swiss involvement, three Swiss projects looking for German, French
and Italian co-producers were selected to join the initiative as special guests. The chosen teams (director/producer) will come to the
Locarno Industry Days to present and discuss their projects in a tailor-made program, including individual meetings with potential
partners, plenary sessions, panels, discussions and networking activities. Alliance for Development is a crossroad for French-, Ger-
man- and Italian-language film professionals which allows them to test their market potential and to find natural opportunities for
early-stage creative and financing partnerships.

First Look on Baltic Cinema (4 - 6 August)

Locarno’s initiative, focused on a different region every year, will celebrate Baltic Cinema in 2017, showcasing Estonian, Latvian and
Lithuanian films in post-production, thanks to the support of the Estonian Film Institute, Latvia Film Centre and Lithuanian Film Cen-
tre. The Jury, composed of Charles Tesson (Semaine de la Critique’s Artistic Director), Janet Pierson (SXSW Film Head) and Sylvain
Auzou (Venice Days’ Vice Director), will assign the First Look award sponsored by CineLab Romania (65.000 € in post-production ser-
vices), the Le Film Frangais award (5.500 € in advertising services), and the Boogieman Media award (5.000 € value for the production
of a Key Art). Baltic View and Noir Lumiere will attributethree in kind awards (consisting in DCPs and international promotion) valued
3000 € per film. Before Baltic Countries, First Look focused on Poland, Israel, Brazil, Chile, Mexico and Colombia, launching succes-
sful titles like Sand Storm by Elite Zexer, The Second Mother by Anna Muylaert, To Kill a Man by Alejandro Fernandez Almendras, La
Playa DC by Juan Andrés Arango, or Birds are Singing in Kigali by Joanna Kos-Krauze and Krzysztof Krauze.

Match Me! (4 - 6 August)

Match Me! provides an informal networking platform for new and upcoming production companies with specific focus and original
vision. For this year’s 3rd edition, thanks to a partnership with Cinema do Brasil, CinemaChile, Istituto Luce Cinecitta - Filmitalia,
Israel Film Fund, the Mexican Film Institute (IMCINE), the Polish Film Institute and Swiss Films, three producers from each of these
countries will attend the Industry Days and introduce their companies’ profile and works to potential co-producers, funds or sales
companies through a tailor-made matchmaking service and a series of professional lunches with industry key players.

Industry Academy (2-9 August)

An industry fast track program for young professionals working in the fields of international sales, marketing, distribution, exhibi-
tion and programming, created to help them position themselves in the industry through a workshop where they can interact with
key players. The Industry Academy acts as a shortcut to the international industry circuit for a new generation entering the network,
that will kickstart their career and encourage their progress. Considering the program’s immediate success, Locarno developed the
initiative internationally. Industry Academy workshops now take place in Mexico at the FICM in Morelia, in Greece at the Thessalo-
niki IFF, and in New York USA at NDNF Festival in collaboration with the Film Society of Lincoln Center. All the academies are now
open to candidates from Europe, the Mediterranean, Switzerland, Latin America and the USA. International

ICDN Casting Director Award (Thursday 3 August)

After a successful launch in 2016, the Locarno Festival will this year host the second edition of the ICDN Casting Director Award in
partnership with the International Casting Directors Network (ICDN). Today the ICDN, originally founded in 2005 in the context

of the European Shooting Stars project at the Berlinale, is independent and the first association of international casting directors
worldwide. The mission of the ICDN is to promote the profession of the casting director and improve its standards in every country
and to establish the casting director as a head of department in its own right. The 83 members of the International Casting Direc-
tors Network will elect this year’s winner among 16 nominated casting directors. The Award ceremony will take place on Thursday,
August 3rd, 2017 at 6.30 pm at La Rinascente (by invitation only). ICDN Board members Anja Dihrberg, Timka Grahic, Beatrice Kruger
and Debbie McWilliams will be present at the Award ceremony.

Industry Days
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Locarno Academy

2 — 12 August
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Founded in 2010 with the aim of helping to develop the abilities of emerging talents, the Locarno Academy is a Locarno Festival
training project for young directors, professionals, students and film critics.

The Academy was born from a desire to build on Locarno’s attributes as a site of productive encounters, exchange of views and
reflection on film, taking full advantage of the Festival’s infrastructure and its numerous guests.

A hundred promising young talents from all over the world are selected and invited to participate in one of the Locarno Academy’s
five initiatives: Filmmakers Academy, Critics Academy, Industry Academy, Documentary Summer School and Cinema&Gioventu. The
program offers a range of training options, spanning from general film education, training in film criticism for young journalists, to
workshops for the upcoming generation of industry professionals and emerging directors working on their first film.

The Locarno Filmmakers Academy (2 - 12 August) offers fifteen filmmakers, foffers fifteen filmmakers, from the best film schools

all over the world, daily meetings with directors, producers and other internationally known figures in the film industry. Guests who
have held masterclasses in previous editions include: Werner Herzog, Abel Ferrara, Lav Diaz, Pedro Costa, Agnés Varda, Victor Erice,
Aleksandr Sokurov, Michael Cimino, Chantal Akerman, Ken Loach, Gaspar Noé and many more. Since 2014, as part of a partnership,
the Locarno Filmmakers Academy has also been hosting six young talents, who have been selected for the Cannes Festival’s Résid-
ence Cinéfondation have also participated.

The Locarno Critics Academy (2 - 12 August) is a Locarno Festival initiative open to 10 aspiring young film critics. The selected critics
(4 from Switzerland and 6 from worldwide abroad) will be covering the Festival with reviews of films in the selection, articles on side-
bar events, in-depth reflection on the various program sections or interviews with the Festival’s guests. All the participants’ reviews
and articles will have the possibility of being published on Pardolive Magazine and on the Festival’s official website, Criticwire (an
Indiewire blog), FilmComment.com, Filmbulletin, the Swiss website Cineman.ch and FRED Radio. The program for the international
participants will be organized on a daily basis by Indiewire and the Film Society of Lincoln Center. The Swiss participants will work
under the editorial guidance of the Association of Swiss Film Journalists (ASFJ), the Centre for Publishing in the Arts of the Zurich
University of the Arts (ZHdK). The program also provides for round tables with Festival guests, and meetings with film journalists
and other professionals attending Locarno, designed to introduce future film critics to the international film industry. The Critics
Academy is supported by the Federal Office of Culture (FOC).

The Locarno Industry Academy (2 - 9 August), launched in 2014 is an initiative of the Industry Office of Locarno Festival taking place
in the context of the Locarno Academy in parallel to the Industry Days. Since the first edition, the Industry Academy has gathered
young professionals from many different countries (Austria, Belgium, France, Hungary, Italy, Lithuania, Mexico, Poland, Sweden,
United Kingdom, USA, Spain and Switzerland), offering each year the ten participants an intensive six-day workshop during the
Festival. The program gives the participants the opportunity to network with Industry professionals, as well as with participants of
the Filmmakers’ and Critics” Academy. Keeping its strong European and international dimension, the Industry Academy is focused
on the fields of international sales, marketing, distribution (including the new platforms), exhibition and programming (festival, ci-
neclub and cinematheque). This academy gives a unique chance to the young generation to have a better grasp of the industry world
and its challenges, get connected with professionals, especially more senior ones attending the Festival or/and the Industry Days.
And, it also allows the participants to fully enjoy the special Locarno Festival experience. Over the last two years, we launched three
Industry Academy International with local partners in Mexico with the Festival de Cine Internacional de Morelia, in NYC USA with the
Film Society of Lincoln Center and most recently in Greece with the Thessaloniki International Film Festival. For more effective coo-
peration with our international partners and, to reinforce the international networking dimension of the Academies, all the Locarno
Industry Academy International programs are now open to Latin American, North American, European, Swiss and participants from
the Mediterranean.

Locarno Academy



The Locarno Academy has two further initiatives: the Documentary Summer School (7 - 11 Au
gust) and Cinema&Gioventl (1 -12 August).

The 18th edition of the Documentary Summer School, is organized by the Universita della Svizzera italiana and the Locarno Festival

in collaboration with the Semaine de la Critique, and involves twenty-five university students from film, television and communica-
tions departments all over the world. It covers topical issues in documentary film, from both an academic and practical production
perspective. A particular attention is dedicated to ethical issues.

Now in its 58th edition, the Cinema&Gioventu initiative is open to 33 students from high schools, vocational schools and universities
in Switzerland and northern Italy. The participants have the opportunity to experience the Festival from the inside, and play an active
role within it, as members of the youth juries and as privileged audience, attending official screenings, meeting filmmakers, actors
and experts within the sector. Cinema&Gioventu is a project of the Dipartimento dell’educazione, della cultura e dello sport (DECS)
of the Cantone Ticino, organized by Castellinaria, the International Young Film Festival in Bellinzona.

The Locarno Academy enjoys the support of the Ernst Gohner Stiftung (Zug), the Prof. Otto Beisheim-Stiftung (Baar), the Fondation
Assistance Internationale (Rome), Swatch (Bienne) and the Else von Sick Stiftung (Zurich). The Locarno Academy is supported by the
Federal Office of Culture (FOC).

Round table: FILM CRITICISM IN MOTION

Following on from last year’s well-received Critics Academy roundtable on criticism in the digital age, this year’s session returns
with a focus on the video essay as a new medium for critical response to cinema. Guest speakers at the forthcoming roundtable,
entitled FILM CRITICISM IN MOTION: Audiovisual explorations on film, will include American critic Kevin B. Lee (Fandor, Sight & Sound,
IndieWire), British lecturer Catherine Grant (University of Sussex), Swiss critic Oswald [tem (Film Bulletin) and Italian academic Chiara
Grizzaffi (IJULM University). The discussions will be moderated by journalist Till Brockmann.

The aim of the roundtable is to investigate current practice in the video essay, a format that brings together the interests and
knowhow of cinephilia and academia. It will be enhanced by two special screenings: the first will reflect the critical pathways that
emerge from the debate, while the second will be built around the advance Premiére of the collective work Per una controstoria del
cinema italiano. Produced by the Filmidee association, this project looks at personalities and auteurs of Italian cinema in eight video
essays, each co-directed by a young film researcher together with a young filmmaker.

The roundtable will provide a platform for evaluating the potential of criticism online, with a particular focus on the impact of the
#movieofmylife digital competition organized by the Locarno Festival to mark its 7oth anniversary.

The project has been made possible thanks to the support of the Swiss Federal Office of Culture (FOC) and the cooperation of the
Swiss Association of Film Journalists (SVFJ / AJSC/ ASGC).

Locarno Academy
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Youth Advisory Board




In spite of its 70 years, the Festival and its organisation wish to approach young people, not only with cinematographic offerings or
activities linked to the youngest ones, but also by listening to what young people think and expect from an evolving festival like the
Locarno Festival.

This is the reason for conceiving a “Youth Advisory Board” (YAB) made up of 8 young people aged between 18 and 25, who may
give their contribution in maintaining the Festival young, especially in the matters that most involve young people, such as digital
communication, young training and novel ideas coming from and for such. Indeed, YAB will be a consulting committee which will
supervise the Festival and will offer its constructive suggestions in order to improve proposals for young people.

The committee acting for the next two years was selected during the month of April 2017 and is composed of four young women and
four young men representing three Swiss language regions and other countries at an international level.

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GranRex Auditorium Leopard Club

The signing of a lease agreement between the Locarno Festival and the theater’s owners prevented the loss of the city’s Ex* Rex
cinema. Now the venue will reopen in style as a state-of-the-art theater for the Locarno70 audience, under the new name GranRex
Auditorium Leopard Club. Known as the “Home of the Retrospective”, the GranRex has been fully restructured and refurbished by

La Boite Visual Art Cinema Design and Pianifica Development. Moviegoers will find their viewing experience enhanced by the very
best in cinema technology, with superb projection facilities for every format, from 35mm to Digital Cinema 4K. This is a decisive
step forward and a fundamental project for the future infrastructure of the Locarno Festival. The new venue, designed to serve both
culture and the local area, will host theater performances during the year, as well as conventions and cultural events, and will be
available for hire for private functions of various kinds.

The renovation of the new GranRex Auditorium Leopard Club was made possible by the support of the Leopard Club, the Ernst
Gohner Foundation, the owners of the premises (Great Swiss Store AG, represented by BLUE Asset Management) and all those who
responded generously to our campaign for theater seat patrons.

In keeping with tradition, the newly refurbished GranRex will continue to be the venue for the Locarno Festival Retrospective, dedi-
cated this year to director Jacques Tourneur (1904 - 1977).

PalaCinema

Three brand new movie theaters, one seating 500 and the other two 150 each - so with a total capacity of 800 - will be right at the
heart of the Festival’s new headquarters. Located just a short walk from Piazza Grande, the long-awaited Palazzo del Cinema, now

officially known as PalaCinema Locarno, will open its doors for the first time to mark the 70th anniversary of the Locarno Festival.

During the Festival the PalaCinema, a regional project managed by PalaCinema Locarno SA and property of the City of Locarno, will
be the venue for the Filmmakers of the Present Competition sidebar as well as hosting special screenings.

New Venues
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laRotonda

It all begins on 28 July with the opening of laRotonda 2017, the Festival village. Its programme will feature 17 evenings involving
music, amusement, entertainment, ethnic cuisine and an open market. Like last year, the musical entertainment will be organised

by RSI Rete Tre with a packed programme of live concerts and Dj sets. Every day, from 6pm to gpm, it will also be possible to follow
activities at laRotonda thanks to the PardOn radio broadcast.

The musical offering will be accompanied by a Virtual Reality Corner (2-12 August), in which to experience the latest film productions,
proposed in collaboration with the Geneva International Film Festival Tous Ecrans. For the second year, the centre of laRotonda will
host the Grand Hotel Swisscom, the Festival club re-enacting the spirit of the historic meeting hub at the Locarno event, and which
will welcome the exclusive mute “Silent Party” discotheque every evening starting from 1am, ensuring the very best entertainment
until the small hours.
